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DESCRIPTION

Calligraphic album of personal letters in running style from Liu Tongxun (1699-1773),
originally of twenty sheets in one volume in concertina form, on paper between wooden
covers that are missing, 35.1 cm x 18.5 cm.

Liu Tongxun, native of Zhucheng, Shandong, once served the Qianlong emperor as one
of his Grand Secretaries.

Only three letters survived on four sheets, in which Liu Tongxun mentioned the
appointment of his son Yong (1720-1804) as the Provincial Surveillance Commissioner
of Shaanxi in 1772-1773. These three letters were written in 1771-1772, Liu Tongxun’s
last years.
